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Ground the Drones

The use of armed drones is ex-
panding far beyond the battle
field. Drones rarely engage in
combat, but are used in assassi-
nhations and extrajudicial execu-
tions, almost always resulting in
“collateral damage.” In
“signature strikes,” unidentified
suspects and those in their vi-
cinities are killed by drones fir-
ing hellfire missiles based on
the suspects “patterns of behav-
ior,” similar to the domestic
“racial profiling” by increasingly
militarized police.
